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SERVICES
l	 We will negotiate with insurers on your behalf and keep you informed of any significant developments.
l 	 We are independent of any insurers except as specified below. We will advise you of insurers with whom we propose placing 

your insurance. Unless you tell us to the contrary, each insurer with whom we place your business will be deemed as  
acceptable to you.

l 	 We take no responsibility for the adequacy or accuracy of any insurance placed for you by another party.
l 	 We will hold review meetings with you as and when required.

REMUNERATION

We act as a Managing Agent for Vero Insurance NZ Ltd. This agreement allows us to arrange insurance and settle claims on their 
behalf in certain circumstances. 

AUTHORITY TO RENEW 
If a policy is renewable, we will automatically renew it unless advised not to. 

CANCELLATION OR AMENDMENT 
If cover is cancelled before the expiry of the period of insurance or if the policy is entitled to a premium reduction for any reason, 
we will refund to you only the net premium which we receive from the insurer. We will not refund any part of the brokerage or 
policy fee we receive for arranging or administering the policy or cover.

In the event of non-payment of premiums, ACM Ahlers shall have the authority to cancel any such affected policy following not 
less than 7 days notice in writing to you at your last known address. This clause applies equally whether the debt is owed to ACM 
Ahlers, or any premium funding organisation or company.
